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Overview:

In this final unit, students will continue to work in their groups to present a final multi-modal presentation of their new research into their current event to the class.  The final presentations are applications of what we’ve learned in the third unit about obedience to authority to another event in our recent history.

Part One: Presentation

The final presentation is multi-modal, which means that the groups must incorporate different mediums into their projects to persuade and inform the class about not only their take on the new event in light of what they know about Obedience to Authority, but also the rhetorical decisions behind how best to present these findings.  The requirements are that students include THREE different mediums in their projects, one of which must be primarily visual in nature.

The presentations themselves are to be no more than twenty minutes long, and Power Point is not allowed.

Since groups are composed of multiple students with different backgrounds and strengths, the group should utilize each student’s skills as best as they can.  In this way, not everyone has to stand in front of the class and speak, though everyone is expected to contribute to the final project.  If the group has a musician, artist, computer guru, video person, etc., then they are expected to utilize those skills.  

Part Two: Reflection

The second part of the project consists of a group reflection paper on the application project.  This 4-6 page reflection should cover an overview of the event itself, plus the group’s rationale behind all of the rhetorical decisions behind the presentation including justifications about design choices, mediums, subjects, etc.
